
A Narrative Essay is an essay that tells a story to inform or inspire an audience. The narrative essay “New Directions” describes the challenges facing Annie Johnson in 1903, which she overcomes using food. You will write your own narrative essay focused on food as well. Here are the requirements: 

· Choose your favorite food made from a recipe (must have multiple ingredients that you need to put together—no box recipes)

· On an 8 ½  X 11 blank sheet of paper, type or neatly hand-write the recipe, complete with directions. Label the recipe with its title. You should take up the entire page with the recipe. Adding clipart, photographs, or your own drawings are acceptable to use up space. 

· On another 8 ½ X 11 sheet of blank paper, type a half-page, single-spaced (Times New Roman, 12 font) paragraph describing your favorite memory or moment related to your recipe. It might be the memory of the first time that you tasted this food, or it might be an event or special person that you relate to it. Use descriptive, sensory language to make your reader practically taste the food in the scene. Make sure that you answer all of the following questions: 

1. Who was involved?

2. Where did this take place?

3. When did it take place?

4. What was eaten? 

5. What was the most memorable moment from this time?

6. Why do you think that you chose this food as your favorite (other than it just tastes good)?

· On the other half of the paper, illustrate this moment or event that you are describing. You can use photographs if you have them, or you can draw it yourself. [Note: if you use photographs, you might want to scan them or make copies of them since they need to stay with your project in your portfolio.]

· You will need to choose a food that you can bring into the classroom on Monday. It might be hard to keep something warm all day, but not impossible, so create a plan. 

· You will be presenting your food and reading your paragraph on Monday to the class, so make sure that you have the best sample of your writing. 

· This will count as a test grade, so make sure that you complete it.
