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Direct Characterization is when the author gives you factual information about the character; the author tells you directly. 

Example from “The Sniper”: On a rooftop near O’Connell Bridge, a Republican sniper lay watching. (The author tells you that the main character is a sniper and is a Republican)

Indirect Characterization is when you infer from the text information about the author; it is not directly stated in the text.

Example from “The Sniper”: They were deep and thoughtful, the eyes of a man who is used to looking at death. (Here the author implies that the sniper has been at his job for a while because he is used to seeing death. He is experienced and not a rookie.)
