____4. Check here if you used The Count of Monte Cristo as your example for the reading paragraph and that you 


underlined and capitalized it correctly. Also make sure that you gave the author of the book, Alexandre


Dumas.

____5. Check to make sure that the last sentence of each body paragraph leads into the next paragraph by giving a hint 


about what is coming next.

____1. Check to make sure that your first sentence of the conclusion is your thesis statement, but reworded so it is not 


word for word from the introduction.

____2. Check to make sure that you give one final statement about love, summing up your paper. 

____3. Check to make sure that you ended your paper with the other quote from the prompt that you chose and that you 


included the author and put the quote in quotation marks.
