THE PAPER:
Starting today, you will choose a topic to research, using a number

of resources available to you.  You will be guided through the 

research process and will be helped in any way possible.

You will have to

practice many of these skills in researching your paper and 

meeting the number of deadlines you will have.  Learning how to use

all of the resources available at both public and university libraries,

writing business letters, speaking, and managing your time are

all skills that will be invaluable to you once you leave this 

classroom.

THE PROJECT:

You will be required to complete a project that deals with some

aspect of the topic you will research.  You will spend at least

fifteen hours on this project, learning first hand what you have 

only read about on paper. You will present your findings  

in a formal speech near the end of the project. More  details about this

project will be given later.

THE FINAL PRESENTATION:

On the last day of the project, which has already been given in

your list of due dates, will culminate in an elaborate presentation.

Parents and guests will be invited and will participate in the 

festivities.  This is where you will present your portfolio, your project, and your new knowledge.  You will receive more details on this as the semester progresses.
