English II Essay Building Project
An important element of this year’s English II class is learning how to build an effective essay and communicate clearly in writing. To do this, you will take abstract topics, analyze them according to your personal experience, observations of people and events in the world, and literature you have read. The following are the requirements and due dates:

· For each of the topics and due dates below,  you will receive a prompt on the topic and will complete the following: 
1. You will be expected to break down the prompt, highlighting important information, as you will be taught in class. 

2. You will then plan an essay for the prompt in the provided template copied on the back of the prompt. For this plan, you will write in complete sentences about an experience, observation, and something you have read on the topic, as well as choosing a quote from the prompt you intend to use in your essay.

3. The final step will be for you to write the introductory paragraph and one body paragraph (either experience, observation, or reading) of the essay on the lined essay paper that will be provided for  you.)

· You will receive your essay packet back the next week and will be expected to revise it by the following week, when your next essay plan is complete. 
· If you do not turn in a revision of your essay plan, you will lose thirty points off of the original grade of the essay plan. 

· At the end of the quarter, you will choose one of the essay plan topics from the quarter and write the complete essay. The due dates are below.

· You must use correct grammar and spelling on all parts of the Essay Building project.

· You must also use at least two advanced vocabulary words from your Warm-Ups each week in the essay plan or in the two paragraphs you will write, and you must underline the words when you use them, or they won’t count.
· All parts of the Essay Building project must be hand-written and legible! 

· Any copying IN ANY PART (including definitions) is considered a violation of the Honor Code and you will receive a zero and be turned into your administrator.
