Yes, you read that right…I really want you to do the best you can to get caught at plagiarizing from the Internet. As a matter of fact, you get a grade for acquiring this skill, so follow these instructions:

1. Open a document in Microsoft Word and then minimize the document on the screen. 

2. Open Internet Explorer and go to http://www.sparknotes.com 

3. Choose the Literature link on the left-hand side of the screen. 

4. When the next screen pops up, choose one of the following books from the list:

-Cry, the Beloved Country
-Night
-The Taming of the Shrew
5. When that book comes up, choose the link for Analysis of Major Characters. 

6. When you get the screen with the analysis to pop up, highlight the text on the page and then press the CTRL  and C keys at the same time to copy the text. 

7. Minimize Internet Explorer and bring up the Microsoft Word Document. 

8. Press the CTRL and V keys at the same time to paste the text into the document. 

9. Save the document as whatever you want by clicking on FILE and SAVE AS. Make sure you save it to your server space where your student number is. 

10. Once you have saved the file, follow the instructions on the Turnitin.com instruction sheet to upload the file to the program. 

(Sometimes it takes a few minutes for Turnitin.com to show the analysis on your paper. Be patient!)
