Policy 6161.3 : III D

be viewed in high school classrooms and media center settings: (1) if it meets




the criteria of this policy, (2) the teacher has previewed the film carefully to 




eliminate the “R” rated content as defined herein; (3) its use is approved in




advance by the principal or an assistant principal and (4) parents are notified in




writing in advance of the use of the video and give their child written permission




to view the video. The teacher shall provide appropriate educational activities 




for those students not permitted to view the video by their parent(s).
