	Main Idea

The main idea of the composition is the topic or subject, established by the writer, in response to the writing task.


	· Is clear, though it may or may not be explicitly stated

· Is focused throughout the composition

· Is appropriate in response to the writing task and addresses all aspects of the prompt
	· Is generally clear, though it may or may not be explicitly stated

· May exhibit minor lapses in focus

· Is appropriate in response of the writing task and addresses all aspects of the prompt.
	· May be vague

· May lose or may exhibit major lapses in focus

· Is appropriate in response to the writing task, but may not address all aspects of the prompt
	· May be unclear or confusing

· May fail to establish focus

· May be inappropriate in response to the writing task or may not address all aspects of the prompt

	Support & Elaboration

Support and elaboration extends and develops the main idea.


	· Consists of specific developed details

· Is related to and supportive of the main idea

· Develops the composition clearly
	· Consists of some specific, developed details

· May have minor weaknesses in relatedness to and support of the main idea

· Develops the composition sufficiently
	· Consists of general and/or undeveloped details, which may be presented in a list-like fashion

· May have major weaknesses in relatedness to and support of the main idea

· May fail to develop the composition
	· Consists of sparse details

· Attempts to support the main idea but may be unrelated or confusing

· Fails to develop the composition

	Organization

Organization is the logical progression and completeness of the composition.


	· Establishes logical relationships between and among ideas

· Consists of logical progression of ideas

· Results in a sense of unity and completeness
	· Establishes relationships between and among ideas

· Consists of a logical progression of ideas, although minor lapses may be present

· Results in a reasonable sense of completeness
	· May establish little connection between and among ideas

· May have minor lapses in the progression of ideas

· Attempts to convey a sense of completeness
	· May not establish connection between and among ideas

· May consist of ideas that are presented in a random fashion

· May be incomplete and confusing

	Sentence Formation
	· Variety of sentence structure

· Little or no use of incomplete thoughts or fragments 
	· Some sentence variety used

· Short, choppy sentences are present 

· Some use of fragments
	· Sentences are short and choppy, often repetitive

· Many incomplete thoughts are present

	Usage
	· Strong subject-verb and pronoun agreement

· Verb tense is consistent

· Correct forms of verbs are used
	· Some problems with subject-verb  and pronoun agreement

· Minor problems with verb tense shifting

· Some incorrect forms of verbs are used
	· Multiple problems with subject-verb and pronoun agreement

· Major problems with verb tense shifting

· Many incorrect forms of verbs are used

	Mechanics
	· Little to no errors in capitalization, punctuation (commas, periods, hyphens, and apostrophes), and spelling 
	· Some errors in capitalization, punctuation (commas, periods, hyphens, and apostrophes), and spelling
	·  Many errors in capitalization, punctuation (commas, periods, hyphens, and apostrophes), and spelling

	Word Choice
	· Selection of words is precise, engaging, and well-suited to purpose, audience, and content

· Word choice errors are at a minimum
	· Selection of words is lacking in effect, not always well-suited to purpose, audience, and content

· Some word choice errors are present
	· Selection of words does not support the purpose, audience, or content and do not enhance the composition

· Many word choice errors are present
