Here is what you will need to do:

· Choose the country you are most interested in researching. This should be one that you might want to visit one day. 

· Choose at least three back-up countries in case you don’t get your first choice. Many students have to go to their back-ups—so make sure you choose these with care, too!

· Fill out the bottom of this sheet. Your teacher will lead a random drawing in the class to see who gets what country.

Restrictions and tips on country choice:

· You cannot choose a country in which either you or a member of your immediate, living family has visited or lived. Immediate family means parents, siblings, grandparents, aunts, uncles and cousins.

· You cannot choose America, England, or Canada. Try to get further away from home.

· Do not choose the smallest country on the map because you think it will be easier. It may actually be harder for you will find little information to complete your research. 

· Know your geography and be able to spell your country name correctly, or you won’t be able to get your country.
