For the final part of the activities for MAUS, you will take what you have learned about the Holocaust thus far and create your own mini graphic novel to tell the stories you have heard. Here are the instructions: 

1. You will be drawing your own mini graphic novel depicting what you have learned in my classroom about the Holocaust so far. Think of this as your way of communicating the message about what happened, as you now know it. The first frame of the graphic novel should be of students listening to their teacher talk about why studying the Holocaust is important. After that, each frame will depict one thing we have covered. 
2. Each of the following must be covered in the story as the most important fact or lesson you are taking away from each aspect of the Holocaust we have covered: YOU MUST COMPLETE A WRITTEN PLAN ON THE BACK OF THIS PAPER.
A. Introduction to the Holocaust

B. All But My Life by Gerda Weismann Klein

C. Night by Elie Wiesel

D. Triumph of the Spirit

E. Protective Custody Prisoner 34042 by Susan Cernyak-Spatz

F. Auschwitz by Dr. Miklos Nyiszli (this is the story of the girl who survived the gas chamber)
G. Maus by Art Spiegelman

H. The most important lesson you personally have learned about the Holocaust so far (this should be the last frame). 
3. You will draw the story as students in a classroom, being taught by their teacher about the Holocaust. 

4. All characters in the story must be animals, in keeping with Art Speigelman’s ideas. Use your journal entry about choosing animals to represent students and teachers as the basis for how you will draw them. If you depict Germans, Jews, Poles, French, or Americans, you have to use the same animals as Art did. 

5. In keeping with Art Speigelman’s style, all of the frames about what you have learned about the Holocaust need to be in black and white, using a marker, crayon, or colored pencil (not just #2 lead pencil). You can put the first and the last frame in color, if you wish. 
6. You will NOT be graded on how well you draw, but your effort and accuracy to what we have learned, and your attempts to keep it as close to the style of MAUS as possible. 

7. This will be due at the end of class on Tuesday, April 21st. You will have Friday and Tuesday in class to work on it.
