Pictorial Memoir Holocaust Project

While reading your book, you will need to be analyzing what you are reading from the protagonist(s) perspective and determine what is most important to them on the course of their journey.  Here are the specifics of your task: 

During Reading: Fill out the chart provided to record significant items for the protagonist in your novel. What objects/items represent his/her struggle for survival and the lessons learned on his/her journey? You must have at least five items on your chart at the first reading check and an additional five items on the second reading check.  You can have more than ten on your chart. 

After Reading:  Take ten of the items from your reading chart and create a pictorial memoir for your protagonist. Imagine that he/she kept  these ten items from his/her journey to represent his/her struggle and to share his/her story with others. Create all of the following: 
· A CREATIVE cover page with the title of the book and a graphic

· A page for each of the items, with a large picture on the page of the item, which cannot take up more than half the page. The picture can be either drawn by you, be clipart, or a photograph that you take of the item. The picture must be in color. Remember that the more effort you show, the better your grade in this category (clip art doesn’t show much effort).
· There must be a short (five lines minimum, ten lines maximum—this figures into your grade as far as how much work you choose to do) journal entry from the protagonist’s point-of-view about the significance of the item. You will want to relate it to his/her story by telling specifically what events surrounded the use of the item in his/her life. Remember that I will be looking at this for details to prove that you read the book! The journal entry must be double-spaced and typed in Times New Roman 12 font. 

· The pages of the memoir and the cover must be regular 8 ½ by 11 inch paper. 
· Use your creativity to bind the pages together like a book. 
· You must put the items in order of importance for the character, from least important to most important and include that rationale in the description of the item from  his/her viewpoint. 
· When choosing items, consider  the true significance for the character and do not always go for the obvious choice. Think outside of the box and show your understanding of the character’s journey through your choice for the items. For example,  for Gerda in ALL BUT MY LIFE, you cannot choose the snow boots as the most important. Think more deeply.

· The items must be tangible (you can touch them) items. You cannot do a page on “love,” but you can do a tangible item that reminds the character of love for someone. 
· The more creative you are (while still following directions), the better your grade will be.

YOU MUST PUT ALL JOURNAL ENTRIES IN ONE WORD FILE TO UPLOAD.

IF IT IS UPLOADED LATE, POINTS WILL BE TAKEN OFF.
Note: If you are reading Parallel Journeys, you will need to do half your entries as the Nazi Youth and half of them as the Jewish survivor.  

If you are reading If I Should Die Before I Wake, you should do the majority (8) of the entries as Chana and 2 entries as Hilary. 
Pictorial Memoir Symposium

On December 3rd, you will do a round-table presentation on the most important item for your protagonist(s) during his/her journey. This is how it will work: 

· You will bring in your memoir  and the item from your memoir that you chose as the most important item for your protagonist. Remember, for Gerda, it cannot be the snow boots. Be more creative.
· We will be in the Media Center at the tables, so you will set up one part of a table with your memoir and you will also display your item that you brought in. 
· The more creative you are with the setup, the better your grade will be. 

· The item you bring in should be something that you had to make or construct and not something that you could just buy or bring in. The more effort you put into the three dimensional object you bring in, the more impressive your project will be, and therefore your grade. For example, if bread is a very important item, you cannot just buy it, you would have to make it. 

· You can draw, paint, or construct your item. You cannot have someone else do it for you, so make sure you are doing all of your own work. 

· The item must directly tie into the story that you read. For example, you cannot bring in a photograph of your own family to represent the importance of family to a character. You would have to have a picture of that character’s family, or draw it yourself. 

· Each student in the class will be given a rubric which he or she will use to assess a certain number of memoirs, so be aware that you will be assessed by your peers as well as by your teacher.
