Put yourself in the shoes of a judge who has to assess the responsibility level of those people involved and accused as perpetrators in the Holocaust. Follow the directions to make your decision. 

STEP 1: Fill out the Assessing and Defining Responsibility chart handout, ranking the 30 groups of perpetrators according to the level of their responsibility. 

STEP 2: Choose the top ten most responsible groups of perpetrators. Start with the groups you labeled as number 4 and if you don’t have ten of them, then choose some of your number 3s. 

STEP 3: In your journal for Journal #5, list your top ten perpetrator groups, assign each group a percentage of guilt for what happened to the victims of the Holocaust. All of your percentages should add up to 100% when you are done. Next to each group on the list, give a one-sentence explanation as to why you assigned that percentage to that group. 

STEP 4: On the pie chart provided, assign each of your groups a color according to the chart below. Then, fill in the pie chart with the approximate percentage for each group. List the groups on the right-hand side of the page, ranking them from the most responsible (1) to the least responsible (10).  Next to each group on the list, indicate the color they are assigned in the pie chart by using the color to draw a star next to the name. Make sure you fill in the pie chart with the appropriate colors.
