	English I is a course designed to introduce students to the many different genres of literature, as well as teach them how to critically read and comprehend those pieces of literature. The course also has an intensive grammar review and vocabulary program. Students are assessed by the state at the end of the year with an end-of course test that is a graduation requirement. In this course, students will: 

1. Learn root and tone words
2. Analyze all works for relevant literary terms

3. Learn basic writing skills for different situations (i.e.—letters, research paper)

4. Participate in a research project that will explore future careers


	English II is a course that sends students on a cultural journey around the world to learn to appreciate other cultures. Students also engage in an intensive writing program, learning how to write business letters, autobiographies,  definition and cause and effect essays, and a full-length research paper. In this course, students will: 

1. Learn an advanced vocabulary word every day.

2. Write a journal entry each week. 

3. Take a state-mandated Writing Test in March.

4. Read and analyze literature from around the world.

5. Participate in Around the World in Eighty Days, writing a research paper, completing  15 hr. project, and presenting the project.
