

As the culmination of our year, we will be creating a tile wall, which will be affixed to a wall in the school. Each of you will design one tile on this wall as your tribute to any of the victims of injustice that we have studied this year. You must have the following in the design:
1. One word or a short quote that sends an important message about the atrocities of past and present human rights violations. IT MUST BE SPELLED CORRECTLY!

2. One image that relates to your word or quote. It can be just a picture of what happened (informative) or symbolic of what the world should learn from these events. DO NOT JUST PUT COMMON SYMBOLS LIKE A JEWISH STAR OR SWASTIKA ON THE TILE. Go beyond what others have done in the past and beyond the expected symbols.

3. You can choose to represent a group (perpetrator, victim, bystander, liberator, resistor, rescuer) from a human rights issue we have studied, a specific genocide (the Holocaust, Rwanda, Darfur, etc.), or combine images from all of them. The following is a list to choose from as a review of the year: 

-The rights of women in Afghanistan from MY FORBIDDEN FACE

-The rights of the Africans in South Africa during Apartheid (CRY, THE BELOVED COUNTRY and THE POWER OF ONE)

-The rights of the people of Darfur in the current genocide in Sudan

-The rights of the various victims groups in the Holocaust (Jews, Gypsies, Handicapped, Homosexuals, Jehovah’s Witnesses, Soviet Prisoners of War, the Poles, Black Germans)

4. The more creative and thoughtful you are in your design, the better your grade will be. YOU WILL NOT BE GRADED ON YOUR ARTISTIC ABILITY! You will be graded on the best job you can possibly do and your reflection on what you chose to do. In order to get full credit for this part of the exam, you must also fill out the reflection portion of this handout. 

5. You MUST complete a rough draft of your tile and it MUST be approved by your teacher before you will be allowed to paint. Make sure you spell your word or quote correctly or you will lose major points!

Before you are allowed to actually paint a tile, you must complete a FULL COLOR design on this piece of paper in the space provided below. This means that: 

1. If you intend to paint the background, you must fully color in the background on the tile.

2. The rough draft must be carefully drawn and constructed or it won’t be approved. 

3. All wording must be spelled correctly.

4. You cannot just label the colors you want to use. You MUST actually color. 

5. It must be approved by your teacher before you get a tile. To do that, you must also have completed the reflection questions to explain why you chose this design. 

6. AVOID JUST USING STEREOTYPICAL IMAGES SUCH AS THE JEWISH STAR OR THE SWASTIKA. Be original!
