
(The young Nazi from the first moment in the play steps forward. He is now dressed as a Hitler Youth. He holds a baby puppy.)

HITLER YOUTH:

When I am promoted in my unit to the Hitler Youth, our leaders give me a little puppy and they tell me to keep the puppy with me day and night, to feed it and care for it, to let it sleep with me—to make it my property and responsibility. As the Fuhrer has said: We will be one people, one nation. And the youth—we are going to be that people and that nation. Heil Hitler!

(The Hitler Youth appears. He is empty-handed.)

HITLER YOUTH:

After I had the puppy for about six months, after I had kept it with me day and night, fed it and cared for it—loved it—we were told to report to a Unit meeting. And to bring our puppies. Our leaders welcomed us. They praised us. They told us we were the future of Germany. They told us we were the future of Germany. And then they ordered us to take our puppy….

They ordered all of us to take our puppies—they ordered us to strangle our puppies. (pause) I…they told us if we didn’t do it---we’d never be chosen, we’d never be SS, we’d never be real Germans (pause...struggling) “I promise at all times to do my duty for the Fuhrer, so help me God.” (beat) I did it. I did what I was told. I strangled my puppy. An  order---is an order. Yes? (mixed emotion) I have been a member of the Nazi youth groups since I was seven. I will fight in Germany’s total war. It is win---or die for Germany. (pause) Heil Hitler.
