Voices of the Shoah: WS/FCS Lesson Study Project
As part of the Voices of the Shoah Lesson Study project, you will be part of an innovative curriculum development program begun by the United States Holocaust Memorial Museum. In this project, you will be developing a lesson plan with at least one other teacher. The guidelines and goals of the project are as follows:

1. Create a lesson using Holocaust survivor, rescuer, and liberator testimony that is applicable to both middle and high school students in either Social Studies or English/Language Arts classes to create classroom-tested lessons about the Holocaust
2. Create a lesson that is 45 minutes in length, with ideas for pre and post teaching for the lesson
3. Work with colleagues in WS/FCS who teach in either different subject areas or different levels of education to foster collaboration among subject areas and between middle and high school teachers

4. Improve instruction by creating a process whereby a lesson is taught, observed, debriefed, and re-taught to provide a model for future collaborative efforts
5. Become familiar with Holocaust resources available from the USHMM and Forsyth Technical Community College to increase historical knowledge of both students and teachers in WS/FCS
