Separate your cash so you are not carrying it all in one place.  





Don’t joke in airports about bombs or other terrorist activity . You deserve whatever you get if you do.   





Stand with your back against a wall or hold your backpack or any bags in front of you when riding public transportation in any city to protect it from pickpockets.    





Don’t pack or buy any of the following items: knives, razor blades, sabers, swords, baseball bats, bows and arrows, cricket bats, golf clubs, hockey sticks, lacrosse sticks, pool cues, ski poles, spear guns, ammunition, bb guns, compressed air guns, stun guns, throwing stars, blasting caps, dynamite, fireworks, flares, hand grenades, plastic explosives, realistic replicas of explosives, fuels, gas torches, lighter fluid, lighters, realistic replicas of incendiaries, liquid bleach, spray paint, tear gas, chlorine, turpentine, tools, firearms, and martial arts/self-defense items





Be aware of who is around you at all times, especially anyone with a newspaper, cardboard, or magazine as those materials can cover up their hands when they are stealing you blind!  





Don’t get caught anywhere alone. Always go places with other people, even if you feel comfortable alone. 





Greet the bus driver every time you walk by. Say hello and goodbye, help with the luggage and thank the driver for loading the luggage.   





Watch each other’s backs and pockets. Shout if you see a stranger getting too close and reaching for a pocket or a backpack.   





Don’t ignore the tour director or city guides . Anytime the tour director is giving directions, pay attention! Do not listen to your ipod or snore during a city guide tour.  





Work as a team to get luggage in airports, bring luggage up and down steps, helping anyone who needs it. 





Don’t leave trash or any materials on the bus.  For most bus drivers, driving a bus is their livelihood, so take care of the bus by observing the bus drivers’ rules and never leaving trash.    





Don’t complain about dinner or breakfast.  Be willing to try anything, even if you think you won’t like it. If you don’t like it, stay quiet and we will try to find something to eat later.     





ALWAYS BE AWARE OF THE TIME WHEN YOU SHOULD BE BACK WITH THE GROUP. NEVER EVER BE LATE! Anytime you are given a time to be back at the bus or meet the tour director, plan on getting there five minutes before the time given. It is beyond rude to come back late and we don’t want to be known as the ones that are late. Our goal is to be the first back every time.    





Don’t be loud and annoying in the hotel.  It is important that you don’t get on the bad side of the hotel management!  Be quiet and polite.
